The channel is being creatively and cooperatively redesigned using alternative concepts to convey a higher amount of reclaimed water from the San Gabriel River through the Whittier Narrows Recreation Area to the Rio Hondo Channel for groundwater recharge as well as to stabilize, restore, naturalize, and enhance native habitat.  The project will also provide opportunities for environmental education and low-impact recreation in a highly urbanized area. 

Our speakers are Scott Holbrook, Resource Ecologist, of Michael Brandman Associates, and Hasan Nouri, President of Rivertech, Inc.  Mr. Holbrook has been involved in the design and oversight of cost-effective restoration plans for riparian and wetland settings since 1992.
